3. There are varieties of gifts but the same Spirit – 12:4

	Varieties = distinct gifts from different distribution of gifts to different persons 
4. There are varieties of ministries and the same Lord – 12:5 
There are varieties of ministries, and the same Lord 
Ministries = ministries who meet the needs of others 
5. There are varieties of effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons 12:6 
There are varieties of effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons 
Effects = gifts that produce results or works 
Spiritual gifts are the work of the Holy Sprit within each believer 
6. To each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good – 12:7 - 10
But to each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good
Manifestation = demonstration of the work of the Holy Spirit in each believer for the common good of the church
7. The Holy Spirit is revealed in actions of the Spiritual gifts – 12:11 
But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually just as He wills 
8. The Holy Spirit distributes to each believer individually their spiritual gifts according to the will of the Holy Spirit – 12:11 
But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually just as He wills 
9. The church is one body of Christ with many members in the body of Christ - 12:12 
For even as the body is one and yet has many members, and all the members of the body, though they are many, are one body, so also is Christ 
10. The Holy Spirit unites all believers into the one body of Christ – 12:13 
For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we will all made to drink of one Spirit 
11. The body of Christ is not one person but many persons joined together – 12:14 
For the body is not one member, but many 
12. Every believer in the body of Christ is essential to the health of the body – 12:15 – 20 
But now there are many members, but one body – 12:20 
13. Every believer needs every other believer in the body of Christ – 12:21 – 26 
But God has so composed the body, giving more abundant honor to that member which lacked, so that there may be no division in the body, but that the members may have the same care for one another. 
14. Every member life affects the condition of the body of Christ – 12:26 
If one member suffers, all the members suffer with it: if one member is honored, all the members rejoice with it 
15. Believers are the body of Christ and individually members of it – 12:27
